Creepy- Crawlies – Session 1
Our week will be spent with sweep nets and bug boxes in hand. We will search high and low for butterflies, grasshoppers and other creepy crawlies. Junior naturalists will make insect related crafts and play lots of games. Although the focus will be on insects we will also stay aware, and look for evidence of all the creatures at the center.


Primitive Pathways – Session 2
Week two will  focus on primitive skills. We will work on friction fire, pottery, weaving, shelter building and other early skills used by primitive peoples. Junior Naturalists will also have an opportunity to try archery and the older group will get to work with atl-atls.


Bioblitz – Session 3
This week we will learn about the flora and fauna at the nature center. Grand exploration will take place in new sections never explored by campers. We will try to identify as many species as possible at the center and the campers will get an opportunity to be citizen scientist with their information being uploaded to the internet.
We will work on mapping and navigation and have art projects related to the different areas in the center.


Wonderfully -Wilderness –Wise – Session 4
This fourth week will focus on how to be wise in the wilderness. We will create survival kits and learn shelter building, one match fire making and what to do for the just in case scenarios. Directional navigation will be taught as well as a continuation of mapping and compass. We will even get a chance to go fishing in the pond with home made hooks and fishing poles.


Riparian Rumpus – Session 5
Our final week is our week to explore the river in more depth. We will compare and contrast the upper reaches of the center with the green ribbon of life. We will do some water color painting and try to beat the record of 100 crayfish caught in one day. We will also explore the pond and try to catch some fish and other aquatic creatures.
